Please install and use
the camera in a dry environment. Advised: If lens cover is removed,
re-apply the cover within 4 hours.

9. Under Modify network parameter, change the first 3 DIGITS
(OCTETS) OF THE IP ADDRESS TO MATCH THE NETWORK

DIFFERENT NUMBER, YOU MUST CHOOSE AN IP ADDRESS
